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8.) 15 Minutes of Fame with: Nancy Clark 

(Congrats to KY member Jeff Mumford for Guessing Nancy Clark as last months Guess Who rider.)
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Nancy has been a member of the IBRA for last Nine years in a row.  Just doing a search for her name on IBRA.us will prove her ongoing success through the years.  Nancy currently sets 2nd in the 2D of North Carolina’s Open standings and 4th in the 1D of the Masters. Below are some Q & A’s with Nancy.
Q: What is your Occupation?   

A: House wife for 39 years, showed AQHA horses  
Q: How did you get started in barrel racing?

A:  My husband, David did the rodeo circuit and roping and I started barrel racing one of his roping horses, then went to Martha Josey school/clinic to learn the basics. 
Q: How many horses do you own?

A:  We have 2 horses; I ride Peppy who is 19 years old.  I won a saddle in the IBRA last year, won open in the 2-D and Masters 1-D. 
Q: What is the key to being a good barrel racer?

A: Getting started right with the right teacher and learning the basics… slow work is also another key. 
Q: What division do you usually place in?

A:  I have been placing in 2-D as far as the Open and 1-D Masters, I just ran at Perry toughest barrel race she has ever seen.  She ran against Brittany Pozzi and all the NFR girls and fell at the bottom of 2-D at this race.
Q: What would you consider your greatest moment in barrel racing”

A: There were Five Futurities, Talmadge Green rode Peppy, the horse I currently ride who is 19 years old now, and made it back to finals at Fort Smith with over 700 entries… he qualified at like 33rd , “IT WAS A DREAM COME TRUE.”

 Granddaughter ran Peppy, won the best of Americas Horse award at the Youth World. We both won a saddle at the state finals on the same horse one year. 
Q: What do you like to do for fun besides running barrels?

A:  “Cowboy mounted shooting”, It is where you shoot a gun on a horse at balloons (type of gun 45 shoot 5 balloons with one gun and 5 balloons with another gun) but you are shooting blanks for safety. 
Q: Who has influenced your barrel racing career the most? 

A:  Martha Josey, I thanked her for starting me off right. I really think that learning the basics and going to several schools really helped me.  
Q: What advice would you give a beginner or youth just starting?

A:  Just learning the basics (find someone who knows what they are doing) It will save you a lot of time. 
Q: Who do you give the most credit to for your success?

A: David, for supporting me, when he team roped and I barrel raced he never put any pressure on me. He always supported me. 
Q: Are there any comments you would like to add?

A:  If it’s something you enjoy keep it up because it helps keep you young and keep going.
Talmadge Green told me to follow my dreams and it doesn’t matter how fast you go the main thing is to enjoy it. Do what you enjoy doing. 
Futurity 1st Go Round


Long time attendee and IBRA member, Jhonda Cox made her presence known in the Futurity only 7 horses in, running a 16.165, making her very “Thankful of Hateful,” pulling in $823.   Ms Famous Gal got her time in the spot late, taking Shannon Roberts to a 2D win and a $494 paycheck.  Roger Grow and Mr. French Sugar stopped the clock at the right time to take the 3D win and $329.


Futurity 2nd Go Round


With a run behind them, futurity jockeys mounted up their young horses a bit more tuned in.  Louis Fincher improved the time of DM Streak A Boo, by over 4 tenths, winning the 2nd Go by nearly 2 tenths and the average by half a second. 








The pair earned $2,333 for the wins. Caitlyn Lamb, attending her 2nd IBRA futurity ever, ran 2nd in the 2nd go aboard the upcoming star Rockingalend.  Famous in his own right, Troy Crumrine took Delane to Fame to the 2D win with a 16.531 and $494. The 3D was lead by Jhonda Cox with a 16.920.  Her 3D win in the second go combined with her 1st Go 1D win to lead the 2D in the average, totaling $1,810 for the pair.  Ms. Famous Girl took Shannon Roberts to the 3D win in the average.  Shannon accumulated over $1,100 in the futurity.
